Printing is possible as an OFFSET or SCREEN PRINTING process.

OFFSET PRINTING: Suitable for pictures motifs, 4-colour motifs with fine screen definition.
(up to 6 colours - sreen printing / 4x offset / screen printing)

ADVANTAGE: 60 line screen.

DISADVANTAGE: Colours may possibly appear dull/ slightly pale due to glazing.
Surfaces tend to show colour variations.

Black surfaces should beset up with 75% C/ 75% M / 75% Y / 100% K.

SCREEN PRINTING: Suitable for surface area motifs. Printing with special colours* (100% cover)
(maximum 2 colours - otherwise additional costs arise)

ADVANTAGE: Colours are fully covering and glossy.
DISADVANTAGE: 40 line screen; bit-mapped motifs tend to show moirés.
Colours should be trapped in relation to each other (see **).
